Soon	after	that,	a	criminal	complaint	was	filed	against	three	community	leaders	–	Alfredo	Jacinto	
Perez,	Anselmo	Jacinto	Perez,	Timoteo	Vasquez	-,	criminalizing	them,	labelling	them	as	people	
who	are	“against	development”.		On	February	24,	the	three	were	ordered	to	appear	before	the	
Public	Ministry	on	March	6,	to	deal	with	the	criminal	charges.
