• condemn	the	multiple	acts	of	electoral	fraud	carried	out	by	government	of	

Juan	Orlando	Hernandez;	
• condemn	the	repression	against	anti-electoral	fraud	protesters	and	other	

citizens;	



• state	that	the	regime	will	be	held	accountable	for	all	electoral	fraud	and	
repression	taking	place;	

• suspend	all	economic,	military	and	police	related	relations	with	the	corrupt	
government	in	power;	

	
Demands	-	medium	and	longer	term	
There	must	be	legislative	inquiries	in	the	U.S.	and	Canada	into	the	causes	of	
Honduras’	endemic	repression	and	exploitation,	corruption	and	impunity,	with	
specific	focus	on	the	role	played	by	the	U.S.	and	Canadian	governments:	

• supporting	the	2009	military	coup;	
• supporting	and	legitimizing	fraudulent	and	violent	elections	in	2009,	2013	

and	2017	(though	the	2017	elections	remain	unresolved);	
• supporting	the	expansion	of	corporate	interests	in	Honduras	(sectors	of	

mining,	garment	“sweatshop”	industry,	bananas,	hydro-electric	dams,	
tourism,	etc.),	while	turning	a	blind	eye	to	and	–	in	effect	–	benefitting	from	
repression,	fraud,	corruption	and	impunity.
